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Special Funding Program: 'Preclinical Drug Development'

Applicants' Guidelines 

A.
Introduction
German Cancer Aid is launching a new call to support academic preclinical drug development. The objective of the programme is to establish a national centre or network for providing a drug development pipeline from screenings to validated agents. The call is open for development of either small compounds or biologicals. 

Picture 1: Drug Development Pipeline. Assay development up to Phase 1 is in the focus of the call.
The programme aims at experts from the fields of biology, medicinal/pharmaceutical chemistry, pharmacology and immunotherapy who are welcome to present their ideas. 
Funding of up to a maximum of € 15 million is available for a period of up to 5 years. A maximum of three consortia could be considered. Within this programme applications for standard procedures (Einzelanträge) will not be supported. In this context, core activities are not to be held in all consortia. This can lead to a bundling of expertise. The German Cancer Aid reserves the right to examine the submitted applications for synergy and overlaps as part of the review process and, if necessary, to motivate the applicants to merge. This could be done in the context of a workshop before the final decision of the expert panel. 
B.
General Comments / Procedure

We wish to point out that applications are not accepted from members of profit-making organizations or pharmaceutical industry, from persons living and working outside of Germany or from persons not permitted to publish results in a generally accessible form. 
Nevertheless, members of pharmaceutical industry can act as cooperation partners, see section D 2.9 for more information. Appendix I - Co-operation with Industry/Companies.
Application and evaluation procedure 
The application and evaluation procedure will comprise three steps: 

· Letter of intent (LOI) / brief project outlines have to be submitted no later than December 13th, 2021. 

· The full applications should be submitted until May 5th, 2022 (1:00 pm).
· Based on the evaluation of the full applications by an international board of referees, applicants will be invited either to present their ideas orally to the board of referees ('hearings') or to participate in a so called 'think tank' workshop for pooling expertise and to react to potential overlap of ideas.
Note:

Contacting members of the reviewer committee in the context of the evaluation of the application, can be interpreted as an attempt to influence their decisions and will lead to termination of the evaluation process.

All applications must be complete in English.

The evaluation of the submitted applications is conducted by an international committee of experts. For this reason, all applications must be in English. Please make sure that all information in your application is in English, including CVs, third party funding and all correspondence (letters of support, quotes). Your cover letter will only be forwarded to the reviewers if it is in English. However, please note that the summary (1.5) and title (1.1) also have to be submitted in German for internal purposes.

Travel Costs:

Only apply for travel costs for travel that is absolutely essential for the successful realization of the project (e.g. meetings of the work group or with cooperation partners). 
Funds for congress or convention trips cannot be requested. Do not list them in your application. However, if your project is approved by the German Cancer Aid, there is a possibility to re-allocate funds from consumables. Up to €1,000 (cost-neutral) per year for project-related congress trips with active participation can be allocated. However, the re-allocated amount cannot exceed 10% of the total approved funding for consumables for the whole project.

Publication Costs:

Funds for publication costs also cannot be requested.  Do not list them in your application. Again, there is the possibility to re-allocate funds from consumables, if funding is approved.  Up to €750 (cost-neutral) per year can be re-allocated from the approved consumables. The financing of abstracts or reprints is excluded. The re-allocated sum, however, cannot exceed 10% of the total approved funding for consumables for the project.

For reasons of principle, the German Cancer Aid does not fund overhead costs.

Costs for keeping animals:
